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Over the last couple of nights Mary Baxter, author of Divine Revelation of Hell has been at our church talking about her experience.  For 30 days, the Lord took her into the bowels of the earth and showed her hell for 3 hours a night.  She will be with us one more night, tonight at 6:00.  If you haven’t been here and experienced the anointing that comes with this dynamic testimony, I want to encourage you to make it your business to get to this service tonight and bring friends and loved ones who aren’t saved.
Mary told us about the different entrances into hell, in which the Lord took her.  She described a tunnel that leads into the entrance of hell.  The walls were embedded with tormenting demons as you entered into some of the caverns in hell.  
She described the smells and screams of those who had died and went to hell.  The souls in hell were trapped in their skeletons with no flesh on their bones.  Worms crawled in and out of their bones, and the dead would pick them out screaming.  The judgment of hell is divided into different levels of torment – 

All of those who were liars, were together.  

Those who murdered were in the same levels of hell, and the same level of torment.
There were pits of fire, where the fire would shoot up to 7 – 12 feet high.  Each contained a soul who was chained in that firey pit, and covered by the flames, but they could not be consumed.  The fire burned them continually.
As she walked the corridors of hell with the Lord, the tormented souls would recognized Jesus and beg for release from their torment.  But their judgment was sealed.  Jesus could not release them!  They were bound there for eternity—they had waited too late to make a decision for the Lord.
After service last Sunday I went to the hospital to see Steven, sister Bertha’s son, and to pray with him.  I went back on Monday night because I wanted to have the opportunity to lead him in the sinner’s prayer.

Steven told me about a panic attack, which was brought on by evils beings that he saw in his room.  The medical community may call it hallucinations, but I believe that God was revealing a small portion of the torment that he would suffer if he went to hell.  
He became paranoid against his own family members, thinking that they were going to kill him.  After he calmed down, he said the sinner’s prayer with his family.

Some of those symptoms could have been induced by the medications they were giving him for pain.  But the thing that caught my interest was the level of fear he said he experienced.  

He said he had never experienced fear like that in his life – it was terror.  He wanted me to pray for him again to make sure that he said the sinner’s prayer.  On Thursday morning at about 9:40, he went home to be with the Lord.  His passing into the arms of Jesus was very peaceful.  God gave him peace.
Steven made the right commitment just in time.  I have heard of people going into eternity screaming and cursing God, others who have died screaming, I’m on fire, I’m on fire.  I have never personally witnessed anyone going into eternity like that, but knew the people who had witnessed it.
It was too late for the people that Sister Baxter saw in hell. Their judgment was sealed.  But, if you still have breath in your body, it is not too late for you – there is still time.
Many times people hesitate in coming to the Lord because their life is spinning out of control, and they are ashamed.  They don’t believe that they are able to reverse their lifestyle and live for the Lord.  I want to encourage you today that the Lord has a plan for your life, and if you will serve Him, He will help you to make the changes that you need to make.
I heard a song the other day that says, “Got a couple dents in my fender, got a couple rips in my jeans.”  The author of the song was saying she wasn’t perfect, but she loved the Lord.  There will be people in hell who loved the Lord and failed to ask Him in their heart, AND there will be people in heaven who asked Jesus into their heart, and was working on being the person that God wanted them to be, but they weren’t there yet.
The question that you need to ask yourself today, is: 

Where do you want to spend eternity?  

How do you want to live the rest of your life here on this earth?  

Do you want to face the consequences of your sin.  

Do you want to walk through the rest of this life without the Lord.

When it is all said and done, will the trips to the Clubs and the secret sins that you have carried in this life be worth the consequences that you suffer now, but most of all the torment of hell for eternity?
Christians, there should not be one person that you come in contact with that is not worth the effort to save their soul from hell.  This has been a profound message that has stirred up the heart of all who have heard it.  You have a golden opportunity to make a difference in your life and the life of your family and friends because of your testimony and witness.

If you don’t know Jesus Christ today, let me ask you this question, “Do you want to escape the flames of hell?”  There is only one way – through the blood of Jesus Christ.  I want to give you the opportunity to make peace with the Lord today and ask him to come into your life.
For those of you who have already asked the Lord to come into your heart, let me ask you this question.  Are you stirred up to evangelize to your family and friends?  The rich man in Luke chapter 16 wanted someone to go and tell his brothers.  YOU ARE THAT LIGHT!
