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God wants you to be healed

Matthew 8:1 - 3
Sin has ravaged the life of every human being that ever lived.  Physical, emotional and spiritual sickness are all the product of man’s effort to live outside of God’s design. It can be as simple as not caring for the body to keep it healthy or as damaging as a serious trauma that splinters a mind leaving them emotionally debilitated and unable to function normally.

In our modern culture, we also see chemical damage, hormone use in the meat that we eat, pesticides in fruits and vegetables, pollution, and other agents that the body was not designed to be exposed to constantly.
God has designed the body, soul and spirit to work in perfect harmony with one another.  When one aspect of the composite being of man is out of balance, it will eventually throw the entire being into a state of imbalance.

Consider someone who has become emotionally sick to the point that depression has gripped them.  They won’t eat correctly, and get the proper nutrients for their body, and it will not take long for their physical health to be affected.  Even if they are a born- again Christian this will eventually have an affect on their spiritual health.
Healing is not an absolute science in the doctor’s office or at the church.  If you look at the warnings of some of the medicines the doctor give you, it is frightening.  Many medicines build up in the liver and cause more damage than the disease that is being treated.

From a spiritual perspective, there are situations that will not be reversed.  When Jacob wrestled with the angel, he walked away with a limp.  That situation was never reversed.  One night Pastor Frank was running a prayer line in Ohio and everyone was being healed until it came to one woman.  He prayed and prayed and prayed, but she was not healed.  When he went home he asked the Lord, “Why?”  And the Lord said, “What I have cursed I will not bless.”  We never understood the reason for the curse, but it was irreversible.
We are getting ready for a Healing Camp, October 2, 3, and 4th.  We will have 2 services a day morning service at 11:00 am  and evening service at 6:00 pm.  People will be fasting and praying and seeking healing.  There will be 2 calls to prayer – one at 10:00 am the other at 5:00 pm.  I want to position those of you that are here for the best possibility to be healed.

The good news is that God wants you to be whole.  He wants to heal you!  In the Living Bible, the opening passage of Scripture says, “Sir, the leper pleads, ‘if you want to you can heal me.’  Jesus touches the man, ‘I want to,’ he says.  Be Healed.
Scripture declares that He sent the “Word” and the “Word” healed them. In John 1:1 it says, “In the beginning was the Word, and the Word was with God, and the word was God.  He was in the beginning with God.  In verse 14 it says, “And the Word became flesh and dwelt among us, and we beheld His glory, the glory as of the only begotten of the Father full of grace and truth.”

Jesus Christ is the manifested Word of God in the flesh.  There are three powerful aspects of Him that are important to healing:
1. The fact that He is the Word.  We need that Word to re-align us with God.  If your car is out of alignment it will chew your tires up and eventually destroy them.  That is what happens when we are out of alignment with the Word of God.  So, it is important for the Word of God to realign us.  We have to repent for past sins, re-educate and re-align our living habits with the Word of God.
2. The second important factor in healing is to accept and receive the Blood of Jesus Christ.
a. Leviticus says that our “life is in the blood”.  Before He was crucified, the Lord shed His blood through a vicious and cruel beating.  He was whipped 39 times with a cat-o-nine tails.  Every blow ripping the flesh from his body.  The blood flowed from his back for your healing.  
I Peter 2:22 - 24
He bore our sins in His body, and by His stripes we are healed.  Many years ago there was an article in Reader’s Digest that said there are 39 major categories of diseases known to man.  It was neither an accident nor coincidence that Jesus bore 39 stripes on His back for our healing.
3. The final aspect of healing is in communion.  The juice represents the blood of Jesus Christ.  When you drink it, it moves through the body affecting every cell.

As we begin preparing for the Healing Camp, there are three things that you can do to prepare for your healing:

1. Read the Word of God several times a day.

2. Repent and pray.  In your prayer declare that you receive the blood of Jesus Christ, and ask Him to heal you.

3. Take communion every day.  We will be receiving communion during the Healing Camp.

Again, I want to say to you that God wants to heal you.  He wants to set you free.  I am asking God to visit us in a mighty way during the Camp.  I would like to ask at least 7 people to fast with me from noon this Tuesday to noon on Wednesday.
For those who would like to be Healing Counselors, we will begin to prepare during this Wednesday night’s service.
