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God Wants You To Be Healed (2)
September 27, 2009
James 1:13 - 15
Next weekend we will be in a healing revival:Friday, Saturday and Sunday.  If you need to be healed or delivered, I challenge you to be here as much as you can, and bring your loved ones, friends, and co-workers.

Last week we explored the principle that God wants you to be healed.  When the leper came to Jesus he said to him, “Lord if you will you can heal me.”  And Jesus said, “I want to.”
As much as the Lord wants us to be healed, He will not, and cannot, override the principles and guidelines that God has spoken.  In New Convert’s class, we have studied the basic principles found in James chapter 1:  The power of sickness is released in our body and mind when lust is conceived.

Temptation is not the conception of lust.  Temptation is Satan’s attempt to entice you through the desires of your flesh.

Temptation comes through the:

Eye gate – or those things that you see

Smell or nose gate 

Ear gate – or those things that you hear

Mouth or tongue gate – those things that you speak

Touch or flesh gate – those things that you feel

When temptation enters one of those gates to the soul, you have to make a conscious decision whether you will stop it, fantasize about it, or participate in it.
II Corinthians 10:4 – 5 

When the thought or temptation comes into your mind it will stimulate or entice one of the gates to the soul.  If you bring the temptation or thought into captivity to the word of God, the temptation will not enter the gate.  Additionally, the power of the Word of God will disable the source of the temptation.  We know that is Satan.

If you fail to bring the temptation into captivity by the Word of God the temptation will move to the next level, which is conception.
Conception takes place in the soul, which is the will, the thought, and the emotion.  Once emotion dominates temptation you are on a downhill slide to losing the battle and participating in sin.

The flesh will appeal to the soul for permission to carry out the temptation.  The response of the soul is determined by the spiritual condition of the soul.  IF the soul is filled with the power of the Word of God, the answer will be a resounding, “NO”.  IF you are filled with 
· the violence and lust of television programs, that you have seen; 
· the pizza, hamburger and French fries that you have smelled;

· the cursing and other bad language that you have heard;

· the words that you have spoken that are contrary to the Word of God

· and the feelings, emotions or thoughts contrary to God’s Word

You will not be successful in overcoming the temptation, and the lust to follow through with the sin will be conceived in your heart.  In other words, you decide that you are going to do what your flesh wants to do.

At this point, you are guilty of the sin.  If you died before ever having committed the actual act, you are guilty of the sin!  So at the conception you are guilty of the sin.  SO…….when lust has conceived, it brings forth sin.

At this phase the sin is pleasurable.  BUT THE PLEASURE IS ONLY FOR A SEASON.

At the point of conception, the sin releases the power of death and destruction in your life.

SIN, WHEN IT IS FINISHED, BRINGS FORTH DEATH.

As the power of the sin matures, its effects in the body, mind and soul are experienced.  

Alcoholism destroys the esophagus, stomach, liver, and brain cells.  It also destroys natural emotions, marriage, jobs, relationships, etc.  As the power of the sin takes control it dominates every aspect and produces both physical and emotional addiction.  When the addiction becomes more important than your spouse, your job and relationships with God, the level of damage will move to destroy you through sickness or bondage.
Yom Kippur, or the Day of Atonement, was a special day when the children of Israel were judged for their sin. It was on this day that the High Priest entered into the Holy of Holies and made intercession.  Leviticus 23:27 says that this is a day to humble and afflict your soul, which meant fasting and repentance.  Tonight at sundown, the Day of Atonement begins and ends tomorrow night at sundown.  
This is important because repentance is the first step toward healing and deliverance.

James 5:13 – 16:

“Is any among you afflicted? Let him pray.  Is any merry?  Let him sing psalms.

Is any sick among you?  Let him call for the elders of the church and let them pray over him, anointing him with oil in the name of the Lord:

And the prayer of faith shall save the sick, and the Lord shall raise him up; and if he have committed sins, they shall be forgiven him.  

Confess your faults one to another, and pray one for another, that ye may be healed.  The effectual fervent prayer of a righteous man availeth much.”

The date of the Healing Revival is important because it coincides with the Day of Atonement and the Feast of Tabernacles.

The Feast of Tabernacles signifies Israel’s deliverance from Egypt.

Feast of Tabernacles, Friday, October 2 – October 9, 2009.
