Anointing, Sparking the Oil (Message 6)
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Luke 4:18 – 19

I have used this scripture repeatedly to open these messages on the anointing because Christ must be the pattern for the flow of the anointing in your life.

We have talked about the following aspects of the anointing
1. The three levels of anointing: physical, emotional and spiritual.

2. The eyes of the anointing sees differently than the eyes of man.  
3. The purpose of the anointing is to deliver a message that the world rejects, but desperately needs.

4. The power of the anointing is derived from the flow of the anointing. Therefore you have to extract the oil from the fruit.  This takes placed in three stages:

a. You must produce a MATURE harvest of fruit.
b. The flesh of the olives must be torn, and crushed to release the oil.  
c. The pasty olive product is put into a mixer.

d. The final stage is separating the oil from the rest of the components.  

5. In his parable of the wise and foolish virgins, Jesus spoke of four possible outcomes for the anointing.
a. The foolish virgin, did not have enough oil for the bridegroom to tarry, and they burned out.  (Lamp went out, she fell asleep, and when the sound of the bridegroom came, she was left behind because she had to go searching for the oil [anointing] to make the call.)

b. The wise virgin, had enough oil for herself, and under normal circumstances would have [probably] shared with others.  But, when the bridegroom tarried, she only had enough for herself. (She fell asleep, and barely made the call of the bridegroom.)

c. The sellers of oil had an abundance of oil, and was able to sell or distribute to others.

d. The midnight crier not only had an abundance, but his eyes were open and he was watching and waiting.  At the appointed time he warned others.
This week we are going to back up just a little to right before the parable of the foolish and wise virgins.  We look at the foolish virgins as not being prudent with the anointing with which they were blessed to receive.  However, they had produced a crop that was mature enough to bring to harvest, went through the process to manufacture the oil, and their lamps were burning – for awhile.  Matthew 25:8 says, “And the foolish said to the wise, Give us some of your oil, for our lamps are going out.”  This meant they were still burning.

This is where we have to pick up our study, because producing the oil, and setting it on a shelf, or carrying it around in our purse, IS NOT ENOUGH!  The oil has to become a flame of fire.
Hebrews 1:7 says, “ And of the angels He says: “Who makes His angels spirits And His ministers a flame of fire.”

First of all you have to know that if you are saved, you are called to be a minister of the Gospel.  

· I Peter 2:9 says, “You are a chosen generation, a royal priesthood, a holy nation, His own special people (KJV says a peculiar people), that you may proclaim the praises of Him who called you out of darkness into His marvelous light; who once were not a people, but are now the people of God, who had not obtained mercy but now have obtained mercy.

· II Corinthians 5:18 says, “Now all things are of God, who has reconciled us to Himself through Jesus Christ and has given us the ministry of reconciliation…”

So……like it or not, if you are save, you are called to minister.

OK, You have the oil that you produced, now, it has to explode into a flame of fire.  Something has to spark it.

Deuteronomy 8:11 – 15 
This verse is rich in spiritual meaning, but we are going to focus on the last part in verse 15: “who brought water for you out of the flinty rock”.  Get your pen and paper ready, here it comes:

On two different occasions Moses was commanded to bring water out of the rock.  The first time, the Lord told him to strike the rock, the second time he was to speak to the rock.
   The rock from which the water came was flint.

When I was a little girl my dad smoked and used a lighter.  Every week we helped him fill the lighter with lighter fluid [oil] and flints.  The striking of the flint, produced a spark, which ignited the oil, and created the flame of fire!
The flint rock, represents the rock, Jesus Christ – the cornerstone on which the church is built.  (I Corinthians 10:4: and that Rock is Christ.)
John Chapter 1, says that Jesus Christ is the “Word made flesh”.  So, when we go to the Rock to get our needs met, and look not to the ways of the world, we have to strike it [the Word],  or come at it hard.  Sometimes we run up against it – regardless, that action produces a spark, and that spark mingles with the oil of the anointing, and we burst into a flame of fire.  When we progress in our faith in the Word, we can speak to the flint rock to produce the spark that ignites the oil……… WHEW!!
Joel 2:1 – 4
Joel describes the Latter Day Army that will go forth in the name of Jesus Christ.  Their effect on the world is like a fire that burns!  If we are to be the light of the world, we have to have a flame!

The song that I sung this morning, says, “Go light your world”.  The second verse says:

"Frustrated brother, see how he’s tried to, light his own candle, some other way;
See now our sister, she’s been robbed and lied to, still holds a candle without a flame!”

Have you become the light of the world?  Is your light shining in darkness, OR has your light gone out?
