Every day of your life God is training and preparing you for the next level of service and blessing that He has determined for your life, regardless of where you are in your relationship with God.  
After everything that Joseph went through in his life, the real work began when he was elevated from the prison, and was positioned before the king.  When the real work begins, the real blessings unfold.

We were working on the Youth Room this week and one of the conversations centered around taking a vacation  -- a real vacation.  I said that I would like to go to Israel for a couple of weeks.  Pastor Chuck asked me if I would really go on vacation, relax and enjoy or would I be ministering.  We all talked about that for a while and too quickly our attention was drawn back to the work we were doing.  

But I continued to think about the conversation.  I would love to go to Israel and sing in the garden or pray in the Upper Room, or preach where Peter did on the Day of Pentecost.

God has poured several gifts into my life that I love to bring --It is my gift that I present to the king.  I love to give gifts.  It lights up people’s lives to receive special little blessings.  They don’t have to be BIG, sometimes something small that says I was thinking about you, and praying for you is worth more than money.
When you are alone with God, what is the gift that you bring to him?  I love to come to the church just me and God, pray, put the music on, and just spend time with Him.  Not ministering to others, just talking to Him and singing with Him and for Him.  It is my private audience with the KING.

It is something that I can do regardless of my situation.  

· When the world hates me – I am favored of God.

· When the world tries to consume me with circumstances, trials and tribulations, I can still offer my gift to Him.  It may not change my circumstances for today, BUT it will give me strength and courage for tomorrow.
· When the enemy tries to steal away what God has laid up in store for me, I have to pull in and ask God to reveal the plan to me again, or reveal another piece of the plan  OR just give me the courage to hold on to what I know of the plan.

· I can be confused about what I am suppose to do tomorrow  -- but be confident in where I am in God today.

Paul said it much better in II Corinthians 4:7 – 10

Regardless of your situation, God is with you.  You have to reach outside of the whirlwind of your trials and continue to offer your gift to those who are hurting.

If you try to keep it for your personal gain it will rot inside of you until your spirit is like a putrified garbage can full of maggots, flies and stench.

Even in trials you have to find a way to keep your spirit and connection with God fresh.  The easiest way that I have found to do this is to draw close to Him.  He promised that if I would “draw nigh to Him, He would draw nigh to me.”
