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We DO NOT provide additional personnel, such as coat check, babysitting, bathroom matrons, etc.  Deliverance Tabernacle is NOT responsible for lost or stolen property of, or injuries or damages to, the renting party, their guests, or related personnel.

FOOD, ALCOHOL & DRUGS: Food and drink are allowed in the Reception and Overflow area only.  No alcoholic beverages, or drugs of any kind are permitted on the premises.
DAMAGE DEPOSIT: A valid MasterCard or VISA number is required (in the event that damages occur), 4 weeks prior to your event, along with your final payment.  There will be an automatic $100 damage fee assessed if the couple or their guests engage in cake smashing or food throwing. All damages will be automatically withdrawn from MasterCard or VISA. Client’s signature on the rental contract signifies agreement to these terms.

SMOKING:  Smoking is not permitted inside Deliverance Tabernacle facilities.

PARKING: Parking is provided in the designated parking areas ONLY.

HANDICAP ACCESS: Handicap access to the Reception Hall is available through the south-east door on the lower level.

CHILDREN / PETS: Children must be supervised at all times by members of the renting party.  We are not responsible for damages or injuries related to children playing on Deliverance Tabernacle property.  Clients and guests MAY NOT bring pets onto the property, unless they are trained to assist handicapped guests.  – No exceptions.

DECORATIONS:  We DO NOT permit the throwing of any confetti-like matter including rice on the property.  Birdseed may be thrown outside only.  No glitter, confetti, shredded cellophane (Easter Grass), unenclosed candles, or free-floating balloons may be used in decorations.  No nails or tacks may be used to secure decorations to the wall or ceiling.  Setup of decorations, favors, cameras, etc. is the sole responsibility of the client.  REMEMBER to include decorating time when preparing the Rental Contract.

MUSIC:  Please have your DJ or Musicians contact Deliverance Tabernacle at least one week prior to your event or occasion to discuss details, regulations and our policies.  Your DJ must be set up and ready to perform before your guests arrive, as s/he is your Master of Ceremonies.  The appropriate decibel noise level will be determined and monitored by our staff.  No speakers or musicians are permitted to setup outside.  Remember, this is a church facility.  Music that is loud, or has profane lyrics or words is PROHIBITED. 

CLEAN UP:  Cleanup includes removal of any signs, balloons you may have placed on the premises (inside and outside).  Clients and their guests must vacate the property at the agreed upon exit time.  If the parties have not vacated the property by the agreed exit time, an additional charge not to exceed $75.00 for each hour or portion thereof will be levied on the Renter. REMEMBER to include clean up time when preparing the Rental Contract.

Failure to observe these guidelines will result in the immediate shut-down of your event WITHOUT REFUND.   

WEDDING REHEARSAL GUIDELINES

A wedding is one of the happiest and holiest moments in life.  Deliverance Tabernacle Wedding Services rejoices with you as you join your life together and establish a family.  We want this to be the greatest event of your life.

The wedding rehearsal is an opportunity for everyone who will participate in the wedding ceremony to gather in the chapel and rehearse the wedding ceremony, timing, music, and work out problems in the rehearsal before your actual wedding ceremony.  This is what makes an extraordinary wedding ceremony.  ALL members of the wedding ceremony should be in attendance, arriving on time and should maintain a decorum that befits the chapel.  

Guidelines for your Wedding Rehearsal

1. Rehearsals are one hour in length.  We ask that you and your wedding party please be prompt.  You have a one hour time frame to complete the rehearsal without incurring additional charges.  If you run over this time, you will be charged at $75 per hour or part hour.  We recommend 1 practice for bridal parties of 8 or less; 2 practices for parties of 9 – 15; and 3 practices for parties greater than 15.  (One practice is included in the initial cost, additional practices are $75 per hour or part).

2. If you are using a unity candle and side tapers, please bring them to the rehearsal.  They will be kept at the church until your wedding.  This is one less thing you will have to remember on your wedding day.  Be sure the candle wicks will light – pull up the wicks, clean off excess wax and light them before your wedding day.

3. If you have wedding programs, please bring them to the rehearsal.

4. Please inform your wedding party that alcoholic beverages are prohibited on church property.  No food, beverages of any kind, or smoking are permitted in the sanctuary of the church.

5. Only children participating in the ceremony (flower girl, ring bearer) should attend the rehearsal.  Unattended children will not be permitted to run and play during rehearsal.

6. Wedding musicians, readers, and guest speakers or singers should attend the wedding rehearsal.  ALL MUSIC is the responsibility of the bride and groom.
